Pravo ucesca na Drzavnom takmicenju iz filozofije imaju ucenici od prvog do Cetvrtog
razreda svih srednjih skola koje imaju filozofiju kao obavezan predmet, i dobro poznaju
engleski jezik na kome ¢e pisati esej.

Skolsko takmicenje je obavezno i prethodi Drzavnom takmicenju.

Maksimalan broj bodova testa na Skolskom takmicenju mora biti 100. Bodovanje
zadataka/pitanja na skolskom takmicenju je cjelobrojno. Da bi se ucenik takmicio na
Drzavnom takmicenju, na Skolskom mora osvojiti najmanje 75 bodova.

Na Skolsko takmicenje se mogu prijaviti ucenici od prvog do Cetvrtog razreda.

Drzavno takmicenje iz filozofije se sastoji iz pisanja filozofskog eseja na
engleskom jeziku. Pisanje eseja traje dva sata.

1. Relevantnost teksta

odgovarajuci tekst, koji je uskladen sa temom? U kom obimu je obezbjedio odgovarajuce
primjere?

2. Filozofsko razumijevanje teme

U kom obimu takmicar pokazuje poznavanje filozofije, filozofskih ulenja i sposobnost
upotrebe filozofskih termina i argumenata?

3. Ubjedljivost i mo¢ argumentacije

Koliko je snazan i suptilan postupak izvodenja argumenata?
Bodovi: (0 -20)
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4. Koherentnost

Da li je takmicar argumentaciju izveo na koherentan nacin? Da li su ideje i argumenti
povezani na logi¢an i cjelovit nacin?

5. Originalnost 4
U kom obimu takmicar izrazava relevantan li¢ni odgovor?

Kolika je snaga njegovog originalnog misljenja izrazena kroz nacin argumentacije, ali i

zakljucak.

Bodovi: (0 -30)

Posebno naglasavamo da esej koji nije dobio veliki broj bodova prema 1. i 2. kriterijumu,
ne moze dobiti ni veliki broj bodova prema ostalim kriterijumima.

Maksimalan broj bodova koje kandidat moze osvojiti je 100.

Komisiju za ocjenjivanje eseja sacinjavaju tri profesora koji ne predaju takmicarima i koji
imaju iskustvo u ocjenjivanju eseja na IPO - obic¢no je u pitanju medunarodni Ziri. Eseji se
pisu pod Sifrom.

Takmicari biraju jednu od ponudenih tema.

Eseji se pisu na racunarima, a takmicari su duzni da svoj rad sacuvaju pod sifrom
koja ¢e im biti dodijeljena.

Takmicari imaju pravo da koriste jednojezi¢ne rjecnike, ali ne i dvojezicne.

Rangiranje takmicara se vrsi od 1. do 3. mjesta, pri ¢emu se odredeno mjesto moze
dodijeliti samo jednom takmicaru. Izuzetno, ukoliko dva ili vise takmicara imaju isti broj
bodova, oni dijele osvojeno mjesto.

AKTIVNOSTI NAKON PISANJA ESEJA

Nakon takmicenja, Ispitni centar na sajtu objavljuje teme eseja.

Preliminarni rezultati takmicenja objavljuju se na sajtu Ispitnog centra najkasnije Cetiri
dana nakon takmicenja.

Preliminarni rezultati sadrze Sifru (broj sa bar koda), ukupan broj bodova za svakog
takmicara, Sto obavezuje ucenike da zapamte (zapisu) svoju Sifru.

Takmicari uz prisustvo svojih mentora mogu izvrsiti uvid u esej u odredeno vrijeme koje
¢e biti objavljeno na sajtu Ispitnog centra zajedno sa preliminarnim rezultatima.

Takmicari i njihovi mentori imaju pravo podnosSenja prigovora u elektronskoj formi
iskljucivo sa sluzbenog e-maila skole na takmicenje.ss@iccg.edu.me

Prigovor se moze podnijeti i prilikom uvida u pisanoj formi.
